Shooting with Injuries / Robbery

On Wednesday, December 24, 2025, at approximately 10:44 p.m., Urbana police officers were
dispatched to the Circle K located at 507 W. University Avenue for a report of a shooting with
injuries. Upon arrival, officers located the store clerk who had sustained injuries during the course
of a robbery.

The victim was transported to a local hospital, where they were treated for their injuries. The
victim remains hospitalized in stable condition.

The offender was described as a male wearing a black jacket, black pants, sunglasses, and a face
covering. The offender arrived at and fled the scene in a in a vehicle which was later determined
to have been stolen. After the robbery, the vehicle was abandoned by the offender and recovered
by Urbana PD.

The Urbana Police Department also reminds the public that all individuals are presumed
innocent unless and until proven guilty in a court of law.

Caller ID tracking is not utilized by Crime Stoppers, and conversations are
not recorded.

Crime Stoppers will pay cash rewards of $5,000 for tips that lead to an arrest in any homicide

case, $2,500 for tips leading to an arrest in a felony crime involving a firearm, and up to $1,000 for
tips leading to the arrest of the person(s) responsible for any other crime.
